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Dear Parent / Carer,

We are preparing for autumn term 1 clubs, which will start on the first day back, and are taking
bookings NOW! Please use the Autumn 2017 club leaflet to sign up. Everyone needs to sign up
again. Deadline for sign-up is by Wednesday 12 July 2017.

If your child is successful in their application for an after school club, you will receive a letter and a
request for payment. Payment must be made in total by Tuesday 5 September 2017 or we offer
the option to pay in two equal instalments with the second instalment to be paid by Friday 6
October 2017.

NEW — The Cyril Jackson Governing Body have agreed to a discount for all pupils who are eligible for
free school meals. This means the cost will be reduced to £4 per child (the same as the sibling rate).

CHARGES

T£5 per club each week for session one - 3.30pm - 4.30pm (when clubs take place).
T£5 per day for session two - 4.30pm — 5.30pm

This cost is reduced to £4 per session for siblings or those eligible for free school meals.

Autumn 1 is a seven week half term. One club will be £35/£28 (discounted); two clubs £70/£56
(discounted) and so on.

LATENESS - A standard charge of £5 per hour or part hour will be charged for children who are
picked up late from club starting ten minutes after the end of either session one or two. This also
applies to children picked up late from the normal school day.

The after school club set-up includes a light snack and drink followed by clubs. For those children
staying for the second session, another snack will be provided and further activities will take place.

You must book in advance for your child to attend. In emergency situations we may be able to take
bookings on the day with payment to be made on the same day.

CONDITIONS - 1. Clubs operate on a first-come-first-served basis. 2. Priority will be given to working
parents. 3. If you have an outstanding debt, we will not accept any new sign-up for clubs until this is
cleared. 4. Clubs must now be paid for in part or full by the first week of term or your child will not be
able to attend their club the following week and you will be called to collect them. 5. Payment will
need to be paid for all sessions; no refund or discount will be given for absences, holidays,
appointments or sickness.
